Board Meeting

Monday, August 18, 2008

The regular Board Meeting of the Cornville Community Association was held at 6:00pm, Monday, August 18, 2008, at the Cornville Fire Station in Cornville, Arizona.  Board members present were Deanna King, George Dana, Dave Belkiewitz, Lois Hook, Russ Bottjer, Ted Luke, and Paul Graham.  Board members Lynne Ordean and Jan Tomlinson were absent.

The meeting was called to order and the previous meeting's minutes were approved.

Intergovernmental Meetings vs. Outlaw Meetings:  The County, via Chip Davis, has been discouraging our participation in area Intergovernmental Meetings.  Consequently, the Board voted 7-0 to approve participation in our own “Outlaw Meetings” of the area's unincorporated towns.

Public Address System:  The Board has been considering the acquisition of a PA system.  Quotes were provided by Russ and Deanna.  Deanna will pursue hers first.

Membership Report:  CCA currently has 222 members.  This is an increase of 9 over last month, and  establishes significant progress in reversing a past trend of declining membership.

Adopt-a-Road:  Next scheduled cleanup will be near the end of September.  (Specific date & time was set after meeting:  September 27, 8:00am at Windmill Park.)

Cornville Farmer's Market:  The market has been meeting Mondays at Windmill Park in Cornville from 5:00pm to approximately 7:00pm (or dusk), and it has been a huge success.  The market only offers produce.  Prepared foods are not allowed.  This means no canned goods or baked items are allowed due to permit restrictions.

Cornville Mural:  The Mural Co., through Carol Thomas Hildebrand, has requested to create a mural in Cornville.  The Board voted 7-0 to forward this request to the Cornville Historical Society.

Windmill Park Abuse:    There has been trash, damage (off-road driving and jamming the gate), and after-hours violation at Windmill Park the last few weeks.  The abuse seems to be happening on Sunday afternoons, and might involve illegal immigrants.  The sheriff has agreed to help, but the public is being asked to help watch the park as well.

Verde Valley Fire Department Board Election:  Those running for the Fire Department Board vacancy have requested to present to the community at a General Meeting.  The Board voted to table this discussion to next month pending further details 4-3, but Directors voiced concern about allowing any political campaigning.

Verde Valley Trails:  The Board is concerned about inefficiency in implementing local trails.  The Cornville Multi-Use Trail is proceeding accordingly, but all other efforts seem to be 'spinning their wheels' with repeated effort.  The trails booklet printed by the county after initial approval in 1998 seems the best evidence.  Representatives in some trails committees seem to be wasted county dollars.  Further courses of action are being debated.

Treasurer's Report:  Current balance is $3238.75 after deposits of $25 and withrawals of $0.  Beginning balance was $3213.75.  The CCA took in an additional $53.00 in donations to the Pass-Around Jar at the last General Meeting.  Thanks to the donors.  

Secretary's Report:  All presenters to the Board, the General Meeting, or the Planning & Zoning Committee are asked to provide a copy of any presentation pages for our Minutes.

September CCA General Meeting:  Holly Mayberry will present on the sales tax on the sale of property.  Mary Shank will present on animal rescue.  Chief Doerksen will present on the fire season.

Planning & Zoning:  Grace Grove Retreat Center is the current debate.  CCA P & Z last month ruled to approve the retreat as a Bed & Breakfast Owner Homestay with 2 exceptions.  The county has informed us that the neighbors will never agree to that designation, and has proposed the retreat be approved as County HA# 8085 & 8086:  RCU-2A with “minor Community Plan Amendment and Use Permit”.  The board voted 7-0 to recommend approval for the Use Permit and voted 7-0 to recommend rejection for the minor amendment to the Community Plan.  The rejection stated that zoning is site-specific, and no amendment to the Plan is necessary.  The board agreed precedents don't apply to zoning, and no rule for such will be enacted.  No change, aside from the Use Permit, will be made to the underlying zoning of the parcel.  It was noted that the county needs to create a section of the Zoning Ordinances to allow for retreats.


Additional General Meeting ideas are encouraged.  Please submit your ideas for meeting themes to Deanna King or any of the Board members.  Future ideas so far include Fish/Game Dept., Health Dept., Garage/Rummage Sale, Craft Fair, (more) Elected Official Presentations, Movie Night, and the Historical Society.

The meeting was adjourned at 8:40pm.
