General Meeting

Wednesday, January 10, 2007

The Cornville Community Association Meeting was held Wednesday, January 10, 2007 at 7:00 to 9:00 p.m. at the Oak Creek Elementary School, 11490 E. Purple Sage Road, Cornville, AZ 86325.  Board members present were Deanna King, Ted Luke, Craig Martinsen, Jan Tomlinson, Lois Hook, Frank Meis, Lynne Ordean and Pam Irvin.  Not present was George Dana.  There were 80 attendees.  

Deanna King called the meeting to order.  President King welcomed those present and provided guidelines for the meeting followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.

Treasurers Report:  Ted Luke reported a current balance of $3783.02 with outstanding checks of $339.10 and $428.00.

Membership Report:  Craig Martinsen reported 197 current members.

Community Pride:  Lois thanked everyone for their support of the November potluck and presented Stacey Morrison, the head of the school art department, with a check for $384.00 from the proceeds of the raffle.  Lois also reported that there would be a special surprise at next month’s meeting.

Historian: Jan Tomlinson reported that the Historical Society raised $1100.60 at the yard sale held November 17-18, 2006.

Planning & Zoning:  Judy Miller reported that the last meeting of the Planning & Zoning committee was held November 1.  Minutes are attached.  The next meeting will be a combined January-February meeting next week.

Barbara Littrell presented the Keep Sedona Beautiful proposal to have 160,000 acres of National Forrest Service land designated as a National Scenic Area.  She explained that the NSA designation is a special designation obtained by an act of Congress and would basically ‘make a statement about a “sense of place”, permanently address the land trade issue, serve as a catalyst for obtaining grants for partnership projects with the USFS and complete the process begun in the early ‘90’s’.  Keep Sedona Beautiful is asking for the support of neighboring communities including Cornville.  Details are available from Barbara Litrell, Keep Sedona Beautiful, 282-4938.

Judy Miller presented the status of the Page Springs Road Historical designation.  She outlined the process including the submission of the nomination to Yavapai County, which is required prior to submission to ADOT.  She added that they have a great deal of history on the north end of the road but would welcome input on the history of the southern portion. Wendy McCants with Victory Ranch in Camp Verde explained the new Thrift Furniture Store to be opened in the Cornville Plaza in cooperation with Beryl Dorscht.  It will provide funding and training for the residents of Victory Ranch.
