Board Meeting

Monday, March 26, 2007

The Cornville Community Association Board meeting was held Monday, March, 2007 at 6:00 p.m. at the Cornville Fire Station.  Present were Deanna King, George Dana, Ted Luke, Lois Hook, Craig Martinsen, Pam Irvin, Jan Tomlinson and Lynne Ordean.

The minutes of the March General Meeting were reviewed.  Everyone was asked to have any changes recommended by the end of the week.

Craig reported that there are currently 241 members.

Paul Graham has been suggested to fill Frank Meis’ spot on the board and Deanna has been in touch.  Lynne Ordean is open to someone filling her spot on the board, possibly Amy Tomlinson.

It is confirmed that Kevin Ordean will be representing the CCA on the Water Advisory Board and will be reporting back to the Board and at community meetings.  There is an Advisory Board meeting Thursday and Mingus.

George reported that there was a hearing for Spring Creek Ranch.  Eric Borowski, who also owns the Snow Bowl presented the plans which include cataloging the artifacts located there.  Studies have been completed and are much more comprehensive that originally thought and he is now ready to make them public.  The old well was test pumped but a new well was dropped.  The only entrance right now is through the Ryerson property and there will be a new road coming in.  Mr. Borowski will be asked to present the information at a community meeting.  There was discussion on the need to know about these types of new developments earlier in the plans.

Diane Joens will be asked to make a presentation at a future meeting, possibly July or August.

George reported on the latest ADOT study.  Some of the possibilities to relieve the traffic on Cornville Road are to connect VOC to West Sedona via an alternate route, to continue Beaver Head Flat Road to the 260, Tissaw Road to the 260 and Page Springs Road to the 260.  All options are on forest service land except for the Page Springs Road option, which includes private land.

There is a proposed charter school slated for Chick Road.  There are no regulations regarding them except for the traffic control.  Other updates are that Rancho Bonita development is beginning the first 35 sites; DaVinci Estates is paralyzed pending the access auction and there is a development on Koch Ranch for 2-7 acre parcels.

It was also suggested that we talk to the Big Park Association about how they get P & Z information BEFORE it goes to the county.

Lois reported that the Easter Egg Hunt is on track.

Jan reported that the Historical Society is moving forward well.  There are currently 9 board members and approximately 27 members.

The next General Meeting will be the Annual Meeting on Wednesday, April 11 and the next Board Meeting is April 15 at 6:00 at the Fire Station.

The meeting was adjourned at 7:00 pm.
