Board Meeting

Monday, May 14, 2007

The Cornville Community Association Board meeting was held Monday, May 14, 2007 at 6:00 p.m. at the Cornville Fire Station.  Present were Deanna King, George Dana, Ted Luke, Craig Martinsen, Pam Irvin and Jan Tomlinson.  Lois Hook and Lynne Ordean were absent. 

George Dana moved, Ted Luke seconded and the minutes of the last meeting were approved.

The presentation by Eric Borowski at the General Meeting was discussed.  There are still concerns about the wastewater systems and why sewer treatment plant or cluster systems are not considered.  There was also a question about the 100-year water supply; ADEQ repealed that requirement some time ago.  It was suggested that we have a geologist or water expert at a meeting.  

Deanna King and George Dana attended a meeting with Yavapai County and the Forest Service.  They requested to be on the June General Meeting agenda to discuss the critical fire danger situation that they are expecting this season.  It would be open to everyone and the county, Forest Service and Fire Departments would be providing information to prepare residents.

Back-up plans for the June meeting were discussed.  Some suggestions are:

· Solar spots/global warming.  Possibly a representative from Lowell Observatory

· Diane Joens.  July or August.

· APS.  Plans for the substation at Cornville and Page Springs Road.

· Adopt-A-Highway.  Gay Hendon with Yavapai Public Works.

· Solar energy.  Craig suggested EV Solar for the August or September meeting.

· Water catchment.  Brad Lancaster

Deanna mentioned that in regards to the APS land, it appears that there will be nothing done until next spring and that they indicated that the property could be used for a Clean-up Day.  Chip Davis’ office has said that we are on the calendar for a clean up this fall.

Deanna is going to check how many Business Directories we have left so that we can determine when to reprint.  There are several new businesses that wish to be included.

It was decided to have a business spotlight at each meeting beginning in July and highlight news and updates for Cornville businesses.

George Dana presented updates for Planning and Zoning.  Topics include:

· Forest Planning

· Illegal dumping

· Development impact

· Historical grave protection (Sheepshead Crossing and Stewart Hill) in conjunction with Coconino Forestry and State Archeology

· Page Springs Road Historical Road nomination will be mailed to the State tomorrow.  There is no feel time frame.

· Cornville Trail committee has requested bids to hire a consultant.  They are about $250,000 out of a $500,000 grant, so that is out of the question.  The county is working with the Forest Service and NEPA.

· The county is in the design phase for Cornville Road from Tissaw to Aspass to work on the shoulder and turn lanes.  They will work on the Cornville Trail south of Cornville road at the same time.

· Bella Montana residential development is virtually dead but they are moving forward on the 80-100 acre commercial development.  The first snag is a traffic study at 89A and Cornville Road.

· Windmill Park expansion planning continues.  It appears to be a 10-20 year project and the need to acquire the 80 acres will be addressed.

The next General Meeting will be Wednesday, June 13 and the next Board Meeting is June 18 at 6:00 at the Fire Station.

The meeting was adjourned at 7:30 pm.
