General Meeting

Wednesday, May 9, 2007
The Cornville Community Association Meeting was held Wednesday, May 9, 2007 at 7:00 to 9:00 p.m. at the Oak Creek Elementary School, 11490 E. Purple Sage Road, Cornville, AZ 86325. Board members present were Deanna King, George Dana, Ted Luke, Pam Irvin, Craig Martinsen, and Lois Hook.  Lynne Ordean and Jan Tomlinson were absent.  There were 46 attendees.

Deanna King called the meeting to order.  President King welcomed those present and provided guidelines for the meeting followed by the Pledge of Allegiance. 

A motion was made, seconded and the minutes from the April 11, 2007 meeting were approved.

Treasurers Report:  The beginning balance for April was $3760.95.  There were deposits of $349.16 and withdrawals of $156.80 for an ending balance of $3953.31.

Membership Report:  Craig Martinsen reported that there are currently 254 members.

Community Pride Report:  Lois Hook had no official updates.  She did remind everyone that there will be a Grand Opening celebration for K-C Korner, The Grasshopper Grill and the Thrift Furniture Store on May 19.

Planning and Zoning Report:  Judy Miller reported on the May 2, 2007 Planning and Zoning Meeting. 

· The Spring Creed Ranch Subdivision Phase 2 Preliminary and Final plats and the Mingus Panorama Subdivision Final plat were approved by the BOS on April 16.  A sketch plan meeting on Oak Creek Plateaus Subdivision was held April 19.  Written comments on Christian’s Restaurant at Oak Creek Winery Use Permit and the Spring Creek Ranch Off-Premise sign request were sent to Yavapai County April 18; both items are scheduled for the P & Z Commission May 23.

· Page Springs Road Historic Road Nomination:  Yavapai County’s Letter of Endorsement and support letters from the Forest Service and Arizona Game & Fish Department have been received.  The next step is to submit the official proposal to the State of Arizona, which will be done this month.

· CCA/YAVCO/FS Coordination Meeting:  CCA Board members will meet with Yavapai County and Forest Service representatives May 14 to talk about coordination of activities relating to National Forest lands in the area, particularly relating to land use, transportation and open space.

· Stewards of Public Lands Cornville Cleanup:  May 12 from 8 am to noon.  Flyers are available; volunteers are welcome.

Eric Borowsky, president of Sun West Holdings, Inc., developer of Spring Creek Ranch spoke about the progress of the development.  They purchased the land from the Ryersons in October 2004.  There was a total of 283 acres, zoned for 2-acre parcels.  They sold 36 acres back to the Ryersons and have planned for 98 2 – 4 acre lots.  Two priorities were identified – to preserve the creek as open area and to protect the native Gila Chub fish.  The subdivision has been engineered to align the flood plain where it should be.  Other issues:

· Water:  The springs generate about 6 million gallons of water each day.  The new well, which is at lots 5/6, is 250’ deep and is it estimated that the 98 lots planned will require 43 acre/feet of water per year.

· Archeological sites:  A survey was done by Northland Research.  All petroglyphs, ruins and other artifacts are protected by the CC&R’s.  Outside of the ‘envelope’ for construction, none of the existing landscape can be changed.

· Roads:  All internal roads are private roads built to county standards.  The developer purchased a perpetual lease on the existing road in and it will be changed to bypass the Ryersons property.

Phase I will be the first 15 lots on the west; Phase II will be the next 52 lots; the last 80 lots are Phase III and the schedule for starting that will come at a later date.

Questions for Mr. Borowsky:

Q:
What about septic?

A: the county has approved an alternative septic system.  Initially, 25 sites will be tested for approval.  Each property will be tested individually.

Q:
How will creek crossings be built?

A:
There will be 2-12’ lanes with a 4’ pedestrian walkway each direction and 2’ on each side for guardrails.

Q:
Are there any Indian burial grounds?

A:
None have been found.  If anyone has information to the contrary, forward them to Mr. Borowsky and he will pass information along.

Q:
Will you encourage constructive wetlands rather than sewer?

A:
The type of sewer will be based upon whatever the individual lot calls for and what the county requires.

Q:
How much will they go for?

A:
$450,000-$700,000 per lot

Q:
Has infrastructure been addressed?

A:
They have worked with the Fire District.  In consideration of the waiver for the cul-del-sacs to exceed the county 1/4-mile limit, they have agreed to require mandatory sprinkler systems.

Q:
Is there a specific builder?

A:
No.  Just selling lots.

Q:
Is solar roofing being used?

A:
That is not specified.

Q:
Will the south boundary be fenced as it is now?

A:
The forest service road is being moved to Forest Service land and upgraded.  There will be an emergency exit road and the entire property will be fenced.

Q:
What is the start date?

A:
Late May or early June.

Q:
Will each phase be completed before beginning the next?

A:
Phase I will be started and Phase II immediately after that.  Phase III start date will be determined later.

Q:
Who did the hydrology study?

A:
Earl Montgomery & Co.

Q:
Is it gated?

A:
Key code entry.

Q:
The riparian rights are only for property owners?

A:
Yes.

Q:
Will the road be blacktop or poly pavement, which doesn’t hold or emit as much heat?

A:
It will be blacktop; the poly pavement will be checked into.

Q:
Can a plan encouraging solar be used?

A:
Great idea but difficult to dictate.

Q:
Does the well pass arsenic standards?

A:
That was tested before the land was purchased.

Q:
Will the building envelope require low water use landscape?

A:
No restrictions on the envelope at the time.

Q:
Is livestock allowed?

A:
No.

Q:
How will the sales be handled?

A:
Haven’t decided.  Local agents probably; maybe a sales office.

Mark Cooper, Mingus Union High School Principal and Kathleen Alexander-Young, Assistant Principal, discussed the security of the local school district.  Mr. Cooper shared the email regarding the recent threat at the high school.  The source was someone who overheard the threat and passed along the rumor.  The school went into minimum lockdown and some students/parents opted not to attend school.  Ms. Alexander-Young explained the emergency preparedness program.  The first step is  mitigation/prevention.  This involves being aware, watching for other signs of violence and following up on all reports of bullying.  The second step is preparedness.  This involves more than fire drills and includes lockdown drills, evacuations and reverse evacuations.  GO KITS containing 1st aid supplies, flashlights, safety vests are required and a grant has been received.  The third step is response.  Knowing the skills that teachers and administrators can provide in an emergency situation is critical.  The fourth step is recovery – having counselors and administrators ready to provide services.  An Incident Command System is required for all schools by FEMA.

Questions for Ms. Alexander-Young:

Q:
What relationship is there with the gun community?

A:
There is legislation for gun safety classes proposed.

Q:
Are first responders armed?

A:
The resource officer is armed.

Q:
Was anything in place before this year?

A:
Yes.  State requirements are very strict.

Q:
What is the stand on assaults on teachers?

A:
Teachers can defend themselves and other students.

The “Every 15 Minutes” anti-drinking/driving program was explained.

Deanna asked for requests for future topics for meetings.  A Cornville Cleanup, the status of the APS land and solar topics were suggested.

Dave King moved, Rollin Hook seconded and the meeting was adjourned at 8:45 pm.

The next meeting will be held on June 13, 2007 at the school.
