General Meeting

Wednesday, June 13, 2007
The Cornville Community Association Meeting was held Wednesday, June 13, 2007 at 7:00 to 9:00 p.m. at the Oak Creek Elementary School, 11490 E. Purple Sage Road, Cornville, AZ 86325.  All board members were present. There were 50 attendees.

Deanna King called the meeting to order.  President King welcomed those present and provided guidelines for the meeting followed by the Pledge of Allegiance. 

A motion was made, seconded and the minutes from the May 9, 2007 meeting were approved.

Treasurers Report:  The beginning balance for April was $3953.31.  There were deposits of $40.31 and withdrawals of $113.00 for an ending balance of $3880.62.

Membership Report:  Craig Martinsen reported that there are currently 256 members.

Community Pride Report:  Lois Hook reported that we will be checking into the possibility of a Cornville clean-up day but nothing official has been determined.

Transportation Report:  George Dana reported that there will be a meeting regarding roads to exit I-17 in case of accident.

Planning and Zoning Report:  Judy Miller reported on the June 6, 2007 Planning and Zoning Meeting. 

· P & Z heard a presentation from Rod Snapp and Cynthia Reid, owners of Javelina Leap Vineyards and Winery, who will soon be filing a use permit application for a C1 commercial use as a wine tasting facility in an RCU2A rural residential area.  The committee will review the application and prepare comments after it is received from Yavapai County.

· Association board members held a coordination meeting with Yavapai County Supervisor Davis and staff and Forest Service District Ranger Heather Provencio on May 14.  The meeting included discussion of issues involving National Forest lands and a presentation of a strategy paper on how to begin a project to someday expand Windmill Park.  A follow-up meeting is scheduled for Monday, May 18 with Dr. Charles Hammersley of the NAU Department of Recreation Management to begin discussions about how the Association and NAU might work together.

Jeff Walther, Chris Jones and Dave Coryn made a presentation on the fire dangers in the county.  They discussed Firewise and defensible space and how residents can take an active role in protecting areas from fire.  Suggestions include keeping woodpiles away from structures, keeping the roof and chimney clean, using fire resistant construction and landscaping.  They stressed that firefighters can only protect what is safe for them to protect.

Q:  Are small structures wrapped in fire resistant material?

A:  If time allows.

Q:  Who pays for these types of protection?

A:  The government does and it is very costly.

Q:  Are foam roofs good?

A:  They are getting better and they are better than shake roofs.

Q:  Does wildlife pose a specific problem?

A:  They are instinctive and will return in a matter of days.

Q:  Are the fire proof tents used?

A:  They are a requirement.

Q:  Is it safe for a propane tank to be surrounded by trees?

A:  They are designed to vent and it’s best that nothing be around them.

Q:  What are the predictions for this season?

A:  Speculation is that the monsoon is as far away as August and very spotty, but it has been a slow

     season compared to last year.

Nick Angiolillo the discussed emergency management.  He reported that since 1900, more people have died in fires than in all the wars.  He indicated that homes are more flammable than vegetation and that is it not the huge crown fire but the low intensity fire afterwards that gets houses.  By this time last year, AZ had 2 National Incident teams and 19 fires.  He reminded everyone of the 4 P’s in emergency planning – pets, pills, photos and papers.  There are Animal Disaster Services next to Red Cross Shelters that house pets in the event of a disaster.  He urged everyone to have a personal disaster plan, samples available on the Internet (Red Cross, etc.).

Verde Valley District Fire Chief Jerry Doerksen reviewed how the fire department could assist.  Trucks go through residential areas looking for problems then contact property owners.  They will install or change batteries in smoke detectors.  They will check roofing and landscaping for any problem areas.  The department works closely with neighboring units to coordinate trade-offs in the event of emergencies.  

Q:  Can a hot air balloon start a fire?

A:  Never heard of that but if the balloon caught fire, it could spread.

Q:  Can shooters (bullets) start fires?

A:  A ricochet could possibly spark a fire.

Q:  Who should be called regarding shooting?

A:  There is not prohibition on shooting in the county.

Q:  What about ATV’s?

A:  With spark arrestors, it’s more likely that exhaust from cars or chains on trailers could.

Q:  What is the proper procedure when an emergency vehicle approaches?

A:  Move to the right.  Watch for the next apparatus.  Emergency vehicles will sometimes start in the

     direction of an emergency without lights and sirens and then when dispatched, they will turn them

     on.

Q:  What about grills near the creek?

A:  Fire restrictions are in force.  There should be no welding, fireworks or incendiaries.

TIPS needs more volunteers.  Only 3 people completed the last training but 2 of them are from Cornville.  The next training is July 12 – August 1.  9 volunteers are needed to cover 60-62 shifts per month.

There will be no July meeting.  The next meeting is scheduled for August 8, 2007.

A motion was made and seconded and the meeting was adjourned at 9:00 pm.
