Board Meeting

Monday, June 18, 2007

The Cornville Community Association Board meeting was held Monday, June 18, 2007 at 6:00 p.m. at the Cornville Fire Station.  Present were Deanna King, George Dana, Lois Hook, Craig Martinsen, Pam Irvin and Jan Tomlinson. Ted Luke and Lynne Ordean were absent. 

Deanna shared the thanks from the Forest Service and Nick Angiolillo for having them at the General Meeting.  Chip Davis is in Mexico.

A meeting was held with Dr. Charles Hammersley of the NAU Department of Recreation Management.  His class in Architectural Planning/Parks Group has done 10 parks for Coconino County.  They would produce a preliminary plan to include trails, armadas, etc., not baseball fields, pools, etc.  They would do research for about 3 months and would plan to do a survey meeting at the February Association meeting.  They would produce the initial plan in March and tweek it for an April final.  The plan could then go to the county in the April-May-June timeframe.

The August meeting will be a presentation on the Adopt-A-Highway program and a presentation by Diane Joens.

The county gave the unofficial approval for a clean-up day.  A location will have to be secured as the APS property is too small.  Tentative dates are Sept. 28-29.  Final decisions will be made after July 4 and Deanna has a meeting with Chip Davis and Russ St. Pierre on July 9 or 10.

We need to plan a serious membership drive for the end of the year.  All ideas regarding the use of businesses, public service announcements, etc. will be considered.

Jan requested that the board write a letter to the Real Estate Board regarding the misrepresentation of the Cornville/Page Springs area as Sedona.

Lois asked about the possibility of having the November potluck at the Grasshopper Grill instead of the gym.  The board was not in favor of that but we could add Karaoke at the gym.

Paul has been trying to get more information on the activity of the Trails committees and has not gotten return phone calls, so no update as yet.  He also asked about the speed limit on Cornville Road in front of Verde Santa Fe.  He asked if we could get the results of the 6-month traffic counts and accident information.

There will be no July General Meeting so the next General Meeting will be Wednesday, August 8.  There will be a Board Meeting on July 16 at 6:00 at the Fire Station.
