Board Meeting

Monday, September 17, 2007

The Cornville Community Association Board meeting was held Monday, September 17, 2007 at 6:00 p.m. at the Cornville Fire Station.  Present were Deanna King, George Dana, Pam Irvin, Ted Luke and Lynne Ordean.  Paul Graham, Lois Hook and Jan Tomlinson were absent and Craig Martinsen was there briefly.

The minutes from the September general meeting were reviewed and approved.  Deanna reported positive responses to the presentation by Jeff Hall from Lowell Observatory.

Treasurers Report:  The beginning balance for August was $3829.12.  There were deposits of $64.00 and 2 withdrawals for $132.33 for an ending balance of $3897.45.  There is an outstanding check for $42.57.

Membership Report:  Not available.

The October meeting agenda is being prepared by Chip Davis.  Deanna has asked that he keep the number of staff members presenting information to a minimum.  The agenda will probably include Mike Willet and Verle Cook.

Community Pride Report:  In Lois’ absence, Deanna is chairing the Clean-up Days.  The county has scheduled a large crew and plenty of signs to help control traffic.  The Thunder Valley Rally is scheduled for that Saturday and the county has assured us that there will be traffic control for that as well.  It appears as though there are plenty of volunteers for the 2 days as well.

Historical Report:  The book sale is scheduled for September 22 and 23.  There are lots of books and still more to be picked up.

Planning and Zoning Report:

· Brad Beebe from Phoenix will be purchasing the Hart Ranch from Cindy Reid and is considering a winery.  Preliminary plans include restoring the old Hart House and possibly moving the old post office to the property for the Historical Society.  Applications will follow.

· The Desert Star Community School variance request for a gravel parking lot was supported.

· There is an application for a use permit for Sycamore Garden Retreat for a bed & breakfast.

· A letter to the forest service regarding road closures was discussed.

· The plans for Javelina Leap are going forward.

· There is a proposed expansion for the Page Springs Fish Hatchery which will include some type of land swap.

Transportation Report:  Verde Valley Transportation Plan Study is underway.  Lima & Assoc. out of Scottsdale have prepared maps and studies regarding where traffic is coming from and going to.  One item of interest is that there are currently 70,000 traveling the area with an estimate of 140,000 by 2025.  Open meetings will be scheduled beginning in October.

Page Springs Restaurant has offered to have a Cornville night with meal discounts for Cornville residents and 25% of the profit going to the Association for charitable use.  Deanna explained that Chief Doerksen has advised that the Fire Department plans to purchase defibrillators to place in public places such as the school gym.  George Dana moved, Ted seconded and the board approved that proceeds from this fundraiser would go to this effort.  October 2 is a possible date and Pam will check on that.

Board members were asked to think of activities for the November potluck and plans will be finalized at the next Board Meeting. 

Ted Luke made a motion, Paul Graham seconded and the meeting was adjourned at 7:15 pm.
