Use rear-facing for
up to 2 yrs. must be 80 Ibs. to use same seatbelts as adults.

The fire district gets a grant that pays for car seats. Even if one buys his/her own, they should be
check by the fire dept.

After a short break and a cake thanking Chief Doerksen for his service, Janie Agyagos of the
Forest Service spoke on the varieties of snakes found in the Cornville area.

Snakes are valuable to our environment, controlling vermin and destructive insects.
